The Conservatory is accredited by the Régistre International des Conservatoires de Musique, in Zürich, 
Switzerland. RICM limits its accreditation to those conservatories which are generally recognized as 
among the fifty to one hundred most prominent in the world. Many U.S. colleges and universities are 
participants in Federal Title IV Funding. The Conservatory does not seek and will not accept any 
government funding program in the U.S. or elsewhere. Academic advancement in some institutions may 
require some form of government sanction over any given institution before accepting their degrees as 
valid. In some countries where the Conservatory has facilities, some forms of government licensing or 
recognition may be sought and obtained. Before entering into any program at the Conservatory a 
prospective candidate should clear this issue with any institution at which he or she would be seeking

Legal Matters

Several years ago the Conservatory initiated legal action against the State of Illinois Board of Higher 
Education, seeking judicial interpretation of an Illinois statute which would affect the regulatory status of 
the Conservatory's operations in Illinois. It is the legal position of the Conservatory that because it was 
founded in 1886, prior to enactment of the statute, it is exempt from registration thereunder, as are the 
University of Chicago, Northwestern University, and other nineteenth century institutions. Until this 
litigation has been completed: 1.) no classes will be held in the State of Illinois; and 2.) the work of the 
Chicago area campus will be carried out in Hammond, Indiana. The Conservatory is in full compliance 
with the statutes and regulations of the State of Indiana. All diplomas and final transcripts will be from 
the American Conservatory of Music and will bear the legend: “Est.
